1. Treasurer’s report: District 4 currently has $2005, which includes $1000 from each Dist 2 & Dist 3 and 5.00 start up fee to open account . 

Treasury will increase with the annual registration fees from teams and students.

1. District 4 schools, possible new teams and co-ops:

· The motion passed unanimously.
